The Nebraska District is excited to announce a unique tool to assist congregations in their 
journey of ministry and mission.  "Revitalization" is a journey of faith and commitment 
under God's grace.  It involves both pastors and congregational leaders.  It seeks to assist 
congregations who are ready and willing to gain a focus on where God would have them 
put their energies as they move into the future to do ministry in their congregation and 
community.   
 
The enclosed brochure explains the Revitalization process.  We ask you and your 
congregation to look over the brochure, pray as to whether God may be moving you to 
consider this ministry tool, and to contact us if you want to discuss your possible 
involvement.

Pastors, 
congregational leaders, and members of the churches are asked to make a commitment to this
journey as God uses them to do His will.
