Circuit Coordinator

The role of the Fan into Flame Circuit Coordinator will be to encourage congregations to increase their awareness of the Ablaze! goals and to participate in Fan into Flame. They would be part of a parallel volunteer structure to district leadership. Essentially, the Circuit Coordinator is responsible for encouraging congregations to better educate members about Ablaze! and participate meaningfully in Fan into Flame. 

Circuit Coordinator Responsibilities:

· Prays for the success of the Ablaze! movement and Fan into Flame;
· Encourages congregations in the circuit to educate members about Ablaze! and participate in Fan into Flame;

· Invites and secures attendance of pastors and their lay leaders to attend an orientation workshop;

· Shares available information and educational resources for Ablaze! and Fan into Flame with congregations.

· Provides feedback to President Sommerfeld and campaign leadership about Fan into Flame to help develop new strategies for greater success; 

· Advocates for participation in Ablaze! and Fan into Flame within circuit;
· Connects congregational leaders with material on conducting effective Fan into Flame appeals;

· Motivates lay and pastoral leadership in regard to Ablaze! and Fan into Flame activities;

· Answers questions on Ablaze! and Fan into Flame;
· Leads discussions on Ablaze! and Fan into Flame  at circuit conferences/meetings; 
· Attends congregation activities and meetings when possible; and
· Invites pastors to make a personal gift to Fan into Flame.

Time Requirements:

· Circuit Coordinators will serve a few hours weekly to facilitate the aforementioned areas throughout their circuit while education, planning and congregation appeals are underway.
